HGIHWAY SUPERINTENDENT REPORT- Mel Dopp Highway Superintendent submitted his monthly report which included an inspection report on the School Street bridge, inspection of the landfill and the beach gate has been broken and is now open, training from the state on OPP was held, trucks are ready for winter, truck 2 will be swapped out for parts with truck 7 over the winter., truck 7 will become a backup truck.
SUPERVISOR’S REPORT- Supervisor Argotsinger reported he had attend all required county meetings, received a liquor license renewal from Holland Meadow Golf Course, the sidewalks that will be installed at  the roundabout will need to be maintained year round.
