                      REGULAR MEETING FEBRUARY 19, 2009

WHEREAS the Hon. Alan “Herb” McLain, the duly elected Supervisor for the  Town of Mayfield in the County of  Fulton, died  unexpectedly on February 7, 2009 during his unexpired term of office, and


WHERAS there has been created, by reason of Supervisor McLain’s unfortunate  and untimely death, a vacancy in the office of Mayfield Town Supervisor, in accordance with Section 30 of the Public Officers Law of the State of New York, and


WHEREAS the Town Board of the Town of Mayfield is vested with the authority to fill such vacancy and is desirous of so doing,


NOW, THEREFORE, by virtue of the powers conferred on it by law, the Town Board of the Town of Mayfield does hereby appoint Richard Argotsinger, who resides within the Town of Mayfield and who is over the age of eighteen (18) years, to serve as the Town of Mayfield Supervisor, effective immediately, and it is 


RESOLVED that, in accordance with Section 38 of the Public Officers Law of the State of New York, such appointment will expire on January 1, 2010, when the Town Supervisor who is elected in the November, 2009 general election shall take such office, and it is further

RESOLVED that a duly certified copy of this Resolution shall be filed with the Clerk of the Fulton County Board of Supervisors forthwith.

RES# 36 EXTEND TERM OF SUPERVISOR, HIGHWAY SUPERINTENDENT AND TOWN CLERK\

On motion by Councilman Ruliffson and Councilman Humphrey the following resolution was ADOPTED 3AYE (Argotsinger, Humphrey, Ruliffson) 1 NAY (Putman)

WHEREAS the offices of Town Supervisor, Town Clerk and Town Superintendent of Highways in the Town of Mayfield are elective offices, and 


WHERS, the Town Board of the Town of Mayfield is desirous of extending the term of each office to a period of four (4) years, in accordance with the statute,


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT HEREBY RESOLVED by the Town Board of the Town of Mayfield, in plenary session duly convened , that the term of the elective offices of Town Supervisor, Town Clerk and Town Superintendent of Highways in the  Town of Mayfield shall hereafter be for a period of four (4)  years, and 


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that this Resolution shall be submitted to the qualified electors of the Town of Mayfield for their approval or disapproval at the next biennial Town election, and 


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that this Resolution shall not become effective until approved by the affirmative vote of the majority of the qualified electors of the Town voting on such proposition.
