DEPARTMENT REPORTS

BUILDING INSPECTOR- Mike Stewart CEO submitted his monthly report which included 3 permits issued for the month, following up on some open violations, had met with the Justices regarding renovations at the court building,

ASSESSOR REPORT- Dorothy Parker reported the tentative roll has been completed. The hard copy will be available May 1st for review.

HIGHWAY SUPERINTENDENT REPORT- Mel Dopp Highway Superintendent submitted his monthly report which included he has some surplus equipment that he would like to get rid of; the Firemen’s Association would like to borrow the town’s chipper truck on Saturday April 18th. Employee Carl Avery has offered to donate his time to run the equipment. Fulton County Clean Up Day is Saturday April 25th . The town will furnish bags, gloves for anyone interested in adopting a highway; also a town truck will be available for people to dispose of the garbage they collected.
SUPERVISOR REPORT- Supervisor Argotsinger reported that the census bureau will be doing an enumeration from June to August in the town, the printers in the Assessor’s office and the Assessor’s clerk’s office have both quit working and need to be replaced. 
Supervisor Argotsinger read a thank you note that was received from a resident on Vandenburgh Point Road for the Highway Department.
HIGHWAY COMMITTEE- Councilman Putman reported 4 bids had been received for the paving of 4 town roads and the recommendation of the highway committee was to award the bid to Callanan Industries.

Garbage Policy- A small discussion was held on having a garbage policy in place. The Highway Committee will prepare a policy for the entire board to review at a future meeting. 

Supervisor Argotsinger welcomed Kathy Sieg to the vacant town board seat for the remainder of the year.

Post Office- Betty Tabor Historian reported that she is working on naming the new post office after the late Herb McLain. 

Supervisor Argotsinger reported that the engineer for the post office had recently met with Mike Stewart and himself and are looking into erecting a fence on the north and west side of the building.

Surplus Equipment- Supervisor Argotsinger reported that there is some surplus equipment upstairs such as file cabinet, rack that held maps, some printers and an old laptop.

Councilman Ruliffson thanked Cheryl Gifford for all her work organizing and setting up for the reception fro Betty.
