Co Chairperson  Marilyn Salvione called the meeting to order at 6:30PM.
The November 2009 minutes were read.  One correction was noted as a correction from the January 2010 minutes.  The  following motion to correct the minutes:

A short discussion took place in reference to the yearly appointment of the Chairman for the Planning Board.  The following applies:

1.  George LaFontaine-2lot Subdivision

     120.12-2-6

     137 Bertrand Rd., Mayfield

     Zone-R-1

The applicants  were present at this meeting to explain their application.  The Planning Board was informed of the applicant’s intentions to remove a mobile home from the site shared with an additional mobile home and to replace said mobile home with a manufactured home; and to have a sub-division of the existing site to accomplish their request.  A discussion of the zoning regulations followed.  Mrs. Salvione informed the applicants the Planning Board does not have the authority to grant this Subdivision since creating this sub-division would not comply with the Zoning Law for the Town of Mayfield, which state that a Subdivision must have a minimum of one acre with 150 feet of road frontage in a an R-1 zone.  The requested sub-division would create a sub-standard lot.  Mrs. Salvione noted the location of the property places same in the jurisdiction of the Adirondack Park Agency as well.  The Board reviewed and discussed possible options with the applicants.  It was suggested the LaFontaines’s look into

approval(s) from the Adirondack Park Agency in order for them to sub-divide the lot into two parcels, remove a mobile unit, and erect a manufactured home on the sub-divided site.  A discussion also ensued on the Zoning Board of Appeals for the Town of Mayfield to hear their application.
The Planning Board treated this application as a preliminary meeting, and no action was taken at this time.

2.  Le Huong Hockford -2lot Subdivision
     SBL: 120.7-1-1.5

    105 Priddle Point Rd., Mayfield
    Zone: R-1

The applicant was present to explain the reason for the subdivision.  Mrs. Salvione explained the history of the property and how its existence became part of Priddle Point.  The applicants request to make a sub-division from the existing 1.4 acre lot(+/-) does not meet the Subdivision Regulations for an R-1 zone within the Town of Mayfield, where a residential building lot must be a minimum of one acre with 150 feet of road frontage.  The subdivision would create on sub-standard lot.  It was suggested to the applicant her option with the Adirondack Park Agency which also has jurisdiction.  The Planning Board treated this application as a preliminary meeting and no action was taken at this time.
3.  Le Huong Hockford- Site Plan- Addition in-law apartment

     SBL: 120.4-4.11

     246 Lathrop Rd., Gloversville
     Zone: R-1

The applicant explained this project as an existing single family dwelling with an unfinished exterior and an unfinished addition, started by the previous owner.  The applicant would like to add on to the existing unfinished addition making the structure n additional one bedroom and bath plus living area as a “mother-in-law” apartment under the present zoning of the Town of  Mayfield as well as finish the entire structure with the appropriate siding material.  The planning Board advised the applicant that a detailed sketch, professionally drawn, would be required to further study the application.  A survey map to show the existing septic, well, site area, the existing house and addition, existing and proposed as well as any influence the well/septic systems may have to an additional unit attached to the main house.  The applicant was informed of any other agency that would have jurisdiction over the property for final approval.  This application

was determined to be a preliminary meeting, and no action was taken by the Planning Board.
4.  Joseph Ruggeri- 2lot Subdivision

     SBL: 152-6-6

    116 Bellen Rd., Broadalbin

    Zone-C-1

The applicant, Joseph Ruggeri was not present at this meeting.  The following representatives were present: Robert Frasier from the L.A. Group; Deborah Town, Realtor; Wayne Maokler, from the Carbone group; and Dan Holtje, land surveyor. Robert Fraser reviewed the application for the Subdivision with the Board, presented documentation and drawings as well as other pertinent data.  The regulations, criteria for the sub-division with conditions; that the Town of Mayfield Planning Board be the lead agency on the project.  The following  condition items are required:  1. Location of all existing and proposed electrical utilities. 2. Delineate wetlands. 3. Contour lines, and catch basins. 4.  Pit tests. 5. The location of D.E.C.’s  recommendations for the septic system.  The Planning Board also determined Fulton County Planning would be asked to arrange for letters and packets to be sent to the agencies involved in the project with responses to be sent to the Town of Mayfield Planning Board.  Additionally, discussion was held on the proposed site plan of the project as a preliminary discussion before the next meeting in order for the applicant to receive possible additional items that may be required at that time.  The parking space requirement was provided to the applicant’s representative as well as further discussion on signage, lighting and design.
MOTION:    Upon motion made by Barney Brower and 2nd by Jerry Moore, the Planning Board requests to be Lead Agency for the Ruggeri 2lot Subdivision.  All in favor (4) Salvione, Brower, Phillips, and Moore.
MOTION:  Upon motion made by Barney Brower and 2nd by Robert Phillips the 239 form to filed with the Fulton County Planning Board.  All in favor(4) Salvione, Brower, Phillips, Moore.

MOTION:  Upon motion made by Robert Phillips and 2nd by Jerry Moore the Ruggeri 2lot Subdivision is declared a Minor Subdivision.  All in favor(4) Salvione, Phillips, Brower, and Moore.

MOTION:  Upon motion made by Barney Brower and 2nd by Robert Phillips a Public Hearing is set for March 17, 2010 at 7:00PM subject to conditions stated.  All in favor(4) Salvione, Phillips, Brower, and Moore.
