                             REGULAR MEETING, JULY 16, 2009


A regular meeting of the Mayfield Town Board was held on Thursday, July 16, 2009 at the Mayfield Municipal Complex 28 North Main Street, Mayfield

PUBLIC- No one spoke at this time.

CEO REPORT- Mike Stewart CEO submitted hi monthly report which included 13 permits issued for the month.

HIGHWAY SUPERINTENDENT REPORT- Mel Dopp Highway Superintendent submitted his monthly report which included culvert work on Beech Street should be completed in 2 weeks, new truck had arrived, did lines on parking spots in front of building, received quote from Bell Engineering for School Street bridge, pictures of the culvert project were distributed to the board for review, distributed samples of signs for the town to review to be placed at entrance to town.

A lengthy discussion was held on when we would sign a contract for engineering services for the School Street Bridge to Bell Engineering.
SUPERVISOR REPORT- Supervisor Argotsinger reported he had attended all required county meeting, Walt Ryan injured his leg and will be in a cast for a while, a  letter from Betty Tabor was read regarding her  recent conference. 

COMMITTEE REPORTS

BEACH- Supervisor Argotsinger reported that 2 buildings at the town beach had been broken into and at first it appeared the only things missing were the oars to the boat.  A report was filed with the Sherriff’s department and upon further it was discovered that the cell phone and 2 walkie talkies were missing. Councilman Humphrey reported he contacted sprint to have the phone deactivated and a small discussion followed on purchasing a prepaid phone for the beach.

RESOLVED that the Mayfield Town board approves to purchase a prepaid phone for the town beach as described by Councilman Humphrey.

Councilman Humphrey reported that some items are still needed for the town beach.

RESOLVED that the Mayfield Town Board authorizes Councilman Humphrey to purchase items needed for the beach.

A small discussion was held on a rescue board virus a row boat for rescue efforts at the beach.

Supervisor Argotsinger reported that the health department had visited the beach and the only recommendation they had was to have 4 lifeguards on when the summer rec children are there.

HIGHWAY- Councilman Putman reported that the highway committee had met and opened the bids for the water testing of the former Town of Mayfield landfill and the lowest bidder did not meet all specifications. The recommendation of the highway committee was to award the bid to CT Male.

RESOLVED that the Mayfield Town Boar approved to award the bid to CT Male for post closure environmental monitoring at the former Town of Mayfield landfill for $28,544.00
Councilman Humphrey reported that he had attended the Mayfield Fire Commissioners meeting on Wednesday and they have no storage space available for the town.

A proposed garbage policy was reviewed and explained by Councilwoman Sieg.

RES# 106 ADOPT RESIDENTIAL TRASH COLLECTION POLICY
On motion by Councilman Humphrey seconded by Councilman Putman the following resolution was ADOPTED.

In order to assure the highest quality waste collection service possible, the Town of Mayfield requests that the residential customers assist the Town of Mayfield by adhering to the following collection policies.

Sanitation employees begin garbage pick-up at 6:00 am. Garbage is to be placed at the roadside on the day of your pickup in time for your scheduled pick-up. (Please note that”roadside” means just off the pavement of the town road where it is easily accessible to the sanitation workers) If you don’t know what time your garbage is picked up, place it at roadside by 6:00 AM to insure that it is taken.

Your cooperation with these time periods is important and appreciated as the Sanitation Workers begin their work at 6:00 AM and are done by 2:00 PM.

Garbage must be placed in clear bags and preferably put in covered containers to prevent animals from entering the bags. Any garbage that is torn apart by animals and birds must be cleaned up by the owner of the garbage.
If you chose to place your garbage out prior to the day of pick-up, you must place it in covered cans to prevent animals from strewing it,

The Town allows up to four (4) 30-gallon cans, or the equivalent of that, for pick-up.

Where cages are used to store garbage at multi- family dwellings, for example such cages should be emptied out weekly for reasons of health and safety. Failure to do so will result in being tagged and possible lack of garbage pick-up.

Re-cyclable materials (plastic, glass, paper, cardboard) are picked twice a month by Fulton County (check schedule for your location at Town of Mayfield website at: mayfieldny.org) or call town offices at 661-5414 to inquire.

Re-cyclable materials must not be co mingled with household garbage.

Transfer permits may be purchased for $1.00 from the Town Clerk to transport your large bulky items to the Transfer Station which is located on Route 29A (Turkey Farm Road). The Town of Mayfield also sponsors two “Clean up Days” each year (Spring & Fall) for residents to drop off such large items at the Highway Department.
The Fulton County Landfill does not accept certain types of garbage. You should check with the Town of Mayfield ort  the County Landfill before discarding any material that is questionable (tires, computers, monitors, asbestos, etc)

A draft prior written notice law policy was explained by Councilwoman Sieg and will be discussed at the next meeting.

A zoning law/ comprehensive plan workshop meeting will be held on September 10th at 7Pm to the review the zoning law changes.

Supervisor Argotsinger reported that Lanzi’s on the Lake has notified the town they are renewing their liquor license.

RES# 109 IN SUPPORT OF THE SACANDAGA PROTECTION COMMITTEE

On motion by Councilwoman Sieg seconded by Councilman Humphrey the following resolution was ADOPTED 5 AYES (Argotsinger, Humphrey, Putman, Ruliffson, Sieg) 0 NAY


Whereas, the Hudson River Black River Regulating District met on Tuesday, May 12, 2009 and acted upon their proposed rules which had been returned by the department  of Environmental Conservation (DEC) with SUBSTANTIAL changes, and


Whereas,  the changes  made by DEC included language which said that anyone could have access either by water or land to the state owned permit areas as  long as they  did not trespass on privately owned property, that permit holders can no longer cut the grass, trim brush, install fireplaces or picnic tables on this area, and 


Whereas, when someone spends the day having a picnic on your permit area you will potentially be left with their garbage and their pets mess to clean up as the rules state it is the permit holders responsibility to keep the area clean and 


Whereas, the permit system has been a major consideration for the past 76 years when people made their decision to buy/ build a home or invest in a business here and  have invested substantial monies in maintaining these properties and paying the t property taxes, and

Whereas, these rules would have a dramatic effect on both the character and environment of the entire area, leading to excessive and congested traffic, noise, refuse and possible crime that will be devastating to home values, businesses and the general public and will most likely result in property tax increases when the state legislature is constantly calling for property tax relief for our taxpayers, and


Whereas these proposed rules would effectively create a 129 mile long beach with NO bathrooms, NO garbage cans, NO police presence, NO emergency services NO lifeguards and NO telephones fro emergencies as limited cell service is available in this area all of which will create an environmental, economic and public safety disaster, and 

Whereas, the Regulating District agreed to send the revised rules to the Governor’s Office of Regulatory Reform for review, and 


Whereas, the people in the Sacandaga Lake region rose up with protests, letters, emails and phone calls to state officials condemning the proposed rules and calling upon the Regulating District and the Governor to immediately suspend the rule making process, and 

Whereas, Governor Patterson did listen to the multitude of concerns raised by the residents and permit holders in opposition to the proposed rules and did suspend the rulemaking process on June 11, 2009 and


Whereas, the Great Sacandaga Lake Association has been  instrumental in bringing various people and groups together but because of it’s not for profit status cannot participate in legal or political action, and 


Whereas, the crisis with the rules showed a great need for a focused group to  represent the lake community regarding proposed future legal and  political actions which led to a group of property owners and residents around the Great Sacandaga lake forming the Sacandaga Protection Committee with its mission to protect the residents and permit holders, and


Whereas, the Sacandaga Protection Committee has begun raising funds and retained the law firm of Hodgson Russ LLC to conduct research and represent the lake community in future conflicts with the Hudson River Regulating District and other state agencies, now therefore be it


Resolved, that the Town of Mayfield does hereby encourage and support the Sacandaga Protection Committee in their efforts to protect the environmental, economic and legal interests of the great Sacandaga Lake community and to assist with legislative actions relative to the lake region, and be it further


Resolved that a copy of this resolution be forwarded to the Sacandaga Protection Committee, PO Box 86, Mayfield, NY 12117.
