1  Donald Russell-2 Lot Subdivision

    Location:  142 Paradise Pt. Rd., Mayfield NY, 12117
    Zone:  Agricultural
A short discussion was held on the application.  The Chairman reviewed Subdivision regulations for an Exempt Subdivision.  In agricultural zoned properties, they would require 2-acre minimum instead of 1.  Mr. Russell was present at the meeting to verify the sketch on the tax map provided with the application, which would have 200 feet road frontage, and be a 2-acre parcel.   After reviewing the regulations with the applicant, the following motion was made
