!.  All existing outer buildings are removed with the exception to the father’s residence on the property.

2.  The unfinished siding to be completed.

A lengthy discussion was held on non-conforming structures.

A non-conforming building may not be changed except to a conforming use.  When so changed, a nonconforming use may not be resumed.  The only exception to this provision is in the case of a single mobile home or manufactured home on a single lot.  In this case, the existing home may be removed and replaced by a newer manufactured home.  All in favor (5) Dixon Cownie, Bumpus, Hallenbeck, and Moore.
