Dave Huckans has provided the Planning Board with the Survey Map for a Conventional Subdivision showing 23 Lots.  After reviewing the map, the following motion was made.
MOTION:  Upon motion made by Walt Ryan and 2nd by Barney Brower  the Planning  has determined the Subdivision  to be a Cluster Development with maximum of (23) Single Family units, which may include Single Family Dwellings, Condominiums, or Town Houses. The Planning Board reviewed with Mr. Bogardus the Site Plan requirements for a Cluster Development with emphasis on the following:

1.     The Planning Board may retain an engineer for the review of the Site Plan at the cost of the applicant.
2.     Section 706 of the Zoning Law sitting A.,B.,C.,D., Open Space
        Also noting Open Space may be deeded to the Town of Mayfield, given to the  Nature Conservancy, or retained and deeded to the Home Owners Association of the development.

3.     The Potential creation of a Storm Water District.

 A short discussion was held on the Storm Water District.
Mr. Bogardus explained the new survey map to the Planning Board.
The site contains the following:

1.     (5) Lots, each containing 2 buildings, a total of (4) units a lot. which equals 20 family units total.

2.       Five separate septic lines going to Lakeview Drive property.

3.     (5) Home Owners Associations, each responsible for its own septic system.
