                               REGULAR MEETING  AUGUST 13, 2009

MANG INSURANCE PRESENTATION- Bill VanGorder of Mang Insurance made a presentation on the renewal policy. A discussion was held on the Written Notice Law and Mr. Van Gorder will report back to the board on this.
CODE ENFORCEMENT REPORT- Mike Stewart CEO submitted his monthly report which included 17 permits issued, discussed the letter to the editor that appeared in the paper a few days ago regarding vehicles on a private property. Six contractors have picked up specs for the court renovation.
HIGHWAY SUPERINTENDENT REPORT- Mel Dopp Highway Superintendent submitted his monthly report which included Beech Street is completed except for paving which will be done the end of August. Work has been done on Warren Road and culvert has been placed on N Main Street, minor wash out during heavy rain last week. Also has filed the CHIPS application. Mr. Dopp requested that the remaining 27,000. In the CHIPS account is transferred into his paving account so that he can finish his paving by the end of August.

SUPERVISOR REPORT- Richard Argotsinger Supervisor reported that Attorney Greco will be on vacation September 17 thru October 4th , Attorney Greco has delivered to Board of Election the paperwork for the 3 propositions to be on the ballet in November to extend the terms of office from 2 years to 4 years for the Supervisor, Town Clerk and Highway Superintendent, NYS Dept of Transportation will be paving St Rte 29 from the Broadalbin line to the Mayfield line, the final equalization rate is 67%, received the check for sales tax in the amount of $256,814.98, Driftwood Park is renewing their liquor license, grant application for the consolidation of highway facilities has been denied, Frank Parker of Real Property will attend our September board meeting to discuss alternatives to assessing, the maintenance program for version 4 of the assessor’s program will go up 25%.

HIGHWAY COMMITTEE- Councilman Putman reported that he had met with Mel Dopp Highway Superintendent and Bell Engineering on the School Street Bridge. Bell Engineering had some new ideas for decking of bridge and the bridge needs new pans.  A small discussion followed.
