Bill Cibulas an Associate from Wood and Seward was representing Joseph Boyer E.T.A. for the Estate of Alfio Coco Jr.  At this pre application meeting the chairman explained the Subdivision Regulation to Mr. Cibulas.  After a short discussion, the Board determined that this application was not Exempt from the Subdivision Regulations and the following motion was made.

MOTION:  Upon motion made by John Vadney and 2nd by Walt Ryan item (J) Contour Lines would not be required.  All in favor (5)  Ryan, Vadney, Phillips, Salvione, and Brower .
A $40.00 subdivision fee will be due.

Dave Huckans and Eric Miller were present at this meeting.  Mr. Huckans explained that is surveyor has not completed the survey requested by the Planning Board at its March meeting showing the full property conventional lot layout.

Mr. Huckans explained he is changing the Subdivision to a 5-Lot Subdivision.  Each lot to consist of a four- unit building with its own well, septic, and Home Owners Association.  Mr. Huckans also expressed that a representative from the APA will be at his site on Tuesday May 26, at 2:00PM and that if any Board member would like to come they were welcome to meet with the APA rep and discuss the application.  Chairman Ryan did not know if he would be albe to attend.  The Board took  no action at this time.

YEARLY ZONING REVIEW

After months of lengthy discussions, the Planning Board’s review of four items presented by the CEO of Mayfield  for Zoning review for the year 2009 have been completed.   A letter of recommendation by the Planning Board for the Town of  Mayfield will be written and sent to the Town Board for the Town of Mayfield .  The following motions were made:

ITEM # 1  LARGE ANIMALS
MOTION: Upon motion made by Barney Brower and 2nd by Robert Phillips the Planning Board is recommending to the Town Board that in Article V of the Zoning Law they add a new section  506  with the following language.  All in favor (5) Ryan, Phillips, Vadney, Salvione and Brower.
Section 506: Large Animal Yards

Notwithstanding provisions of Section 301-1, Large animals can be kept in a stable, fenced in areas or buildings provided the lot contain a minimum of three (3) acres.  Each additional large animal will require one (1) additional acre in lot size.
Such animal facilities must meet the following:

     1.  50’ front yard set back

     2.  25’ side and rear set back

     3.  Manure storage must be a minimum of 150’ from all water wells, streams and wet-

          land areas.

Definition of large animals:  Animals which would normally have a full grown weight of over 200 Lbs.

In addition to the above recommended Zoning Law change, the Planning Board recommends that the Town Board institute a licensing requirement for large animals.  Properties in C or A Zones should be exempt.  Licensing would allow uniform enforcement of large animal requirements.

ITEM # 2  ACCESSORY BUILDINGS

MOTION:  Upon motion made by Barney Brower and 2nd by  John Vadney the Planning  Board is recommending to the Town Board  that Section 404 of the Zoning Law be changed to read as follows.  Four in favor Ryan, Phillips. Vadney, And Brower.  One nay Marilyn Salvione.

Section 404: Accessory Buildings

A,1

There shall be not more than 4 accessory buildings, regardless of their size, on any lot located in any R-1, R-E, L-1 or L-2 district.  Agricultural, commercial, and industrial uses shall not be subject to such provisions.  Lots containing multiple detached residences may have up to 3 accessory buildings per detached residence.

ITEM # 3  BOUNDRY LINE AMENDMENT
MOTION:  Upon motion made Robert Phillips and 2nd by Barney Brower the Planning Board is recommending to the Town Board that there may be a need for Lot Line Amendments in the Zoning Law and that legal or professional advisor be hired to review this item.  All in favor (5) Ryan, Phillips, Vadney, Salvione, and Brower.

ITEM # 4  AGE OF MANUFACTURED HOME
.MOTION:  Upon motion made by Marilyn Salvione and 2nd by Barney Brower the Planning Board is recommending to the Town Board that this portion of the Zoning Law remain unchanged.  We do not recommend any special use permit be written in the law.  Any applicant wishing to appeal the Code Enforcement Officer’s use of this provision should file an article 78 Appeal.  All in favor (5) Ryan, Phillips, Vadney, Salvione, and Brower.
CORRESPONENCE
Chairman Ryan reviewed with the Board a letter from the A.P.A. in reference to the Huckans application and a small discussion followed.

A lengthy discussion was held on a copy of an article from the Schenectady Gazette in reference to the  D.E.C. and the Hudson River Regulating Board in regards to the changes planned for the Sacandaga Lake.
Chairman Ryan informed the Board that Two Town Board Members would be attending a Planning Board meeting to discuss to Comprehensive Plan.

MOTION:  Upon motion made by Walt Ryan and 2nd by Barney Brower the meeting was adjourned at 8:00PM.  All in favor (5) Ryan, Phillips, Vadney, Salvione and Brower.
